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A St Edward's old boy, David was teaching at
the Dragon School when | was invited to
meet the boat club committee, a slightly
daunting experience as they seemed keen
to grill me. However David was quiet but
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supportive with that lovely grin on his race.
It was the start of a long friendship.

As a student at Trinity College, Oxford David
had trialled for the Varsity Boat in 1953. A
year later he became a Leander member and
went as a trainee teacher or 'stooge’ to the
Dragon School. He was offered a permanent
post and remained there until his retirement
in 1989, when he bought Remenham Barn, a
lovely house on the Henley course next to the
Barrier.

A magnet for friends during Henley week, |
stayed with David there for nearly 20 years
while reporting for The Times. It was a house
surrounded by wonderful music since his
mother had been a singer and his father a
pianist. He invariably had competitors staying
with him and the time | spent at David's
house are high up on my fondest memories
of the Royal Regatta.

On his 70th birthday | spoke at David's
beloved Leander Club. | said then, and | say
now, "l never heard David say anything bad
about anybody...and | never heard anybody
say anything bad about him". He never
stopped being that gentleman we loved.
