1. Apologies None

2. Minutes of meetings held on 21st November and 22nd January 2025 The amended November minutes were signed by the Rector. Approval of the January minutes was proposed by John Laing and seconded by Frances Plowman. All agreed. Small amendments will be made and the Rector will then sign the minutes.

3. Matters Arising Safeguarding All members of the PCC have undertaken the required training.

4. Approval of annual accounts The accounts had been circulated prior to the meeting. A number of minor changes to names and policy were put forwarded for accuracy.  The Rector will take them to the accountants tomorrow and then they can be prepared for the APCM.

5. Other Financial Matters Sufficient donations were received towards the church rewiring. Thanks were expressed to those who were generous with their donations.

6. Parish Hall
a) The base for the new shed is now scheduled in.
b) A new licence may be necessary. This will be the responsibility of the Parish Hall Committee. With relevant information about other parish hall licences in similar locations, a new draft licence may need to be drawn up.

7. Churchyards 
a) Recent vandalism has resulted in a young tree being deliberately felled and the theft of a water butt.
b) John Laing suggested that a survey of the trees in the Churchyard could be undertaken in a year or so but that he had been assured that work was not necessary at the present time.
c) Highways have refused to consider a fence alongside the upper churchyard where a car recently left the road. John Laing suggested that the PCC arrange for a wire fence be placed along the edge closing the access to the churchyard that has become steep and slippery.
d) It is hoped to have a working party in the Upper Churchyard on the second Saturday in May (May 10th)

8. Electoral Roll Revision There were 43 people on the electoral roll, eight of whom have died since it was published, leaving 35 extant. There are 48 people now enrolled on the new electoral roll of whom 17 are new names. Five on the old roll have asked not to be on the new one.
